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Recognising the imperative to offer timely support, panel members of the Bishop of Lincoln’s Social Justice Fund have decided to make grants of up to £2,500 available to those smaller not for profit organisations and Anglican churches faced with increased demand for local services, or that have decided to open their doors during the Winter months to help residents stay engaged, keep safe and warm.  
Priority will be given to requests to cover the cost of food, heating, and support to improve mental wellbeing. The panel is particularly keen to hear from interventions in our rural communities.
The fund is available to charitable groups across the County, although the panel would like to champion smaller, volunteer led and local faith based groups that need funding to deliver critical interventions to support immediate needs.
The closing date for receipt of completed bids is on 30 November 2022 with decisions notified in mid-January 2023. It is anticipated approximately £20,000 will be allocated to worthwhile projects and applicants should be realistic when considering submitting a bid as the panel would like to offer financial assistance to as many local organisations as possible.
Project funding might be awarded to cover the cost of heating for a specific period; food/refreshment costs; projects that combat isolation with meaningful activities and have a positive impact on mental health. Projects that remove the stigma associated with asking for help will be welcomed.
